How to draw a mind map  

Å Start with main topic in the centre of the page  

Å Draw branches in different directions for each sub -topic 
using various colours  

Å Using the same colour as the subtopic extend for each 
relevant fact you want to record under the subtopic  

Å Repeat this process for as many lower levels as you like  

Å Record key words rather than sentences  

Å Add pictures in place of words ð they can be easier to 
remember  

ÅOnce completed practice re -creating it until you can do 
it without referring to the original  

Å For a week each day recreate all mind maps in 30 
seconds, then once a week thereafter to keep the
